This information should not be
collected from parents or retained by the school.

The 'Service Child' indicator is now collected each term.
There is more specific guidance around the rare use of
No Specialist Assessment (NSA) for SEN support pupils
recently known to the school.

Schools providing post-16 students with T levels need
to record substantial work placements for the first
time.
